
Art History Courses 

  

AHS-ARH/1010 Art History Survey I (Ancient through Medieval) 
The art and architecture of Egypt, ancient Greece and Rome, and medieval Europe, presented in terms of 
their visual and cultural significance. Visits to museums in Torino such as the Egyptian Museum and the 
Antiquities Museum will supplement class readings and discussions. Students will be required to write a 
short formal analysis paper on an object in one of these museums.  
A 2-credit discussion section is required, in addition to the 3-credit lecture. 
Prerequisite: None.  Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

 

AHS-ARH/1020 Art History Survey II (Renaissance through 21st Century) 
A survey of the history of Western art, including the works of Masaccio, Van Eyck, Donatello, Bosch, 
Michelangelo, and Leonardo; followed by the rise of national styles in the 17th and 18th century in France 
and England. Nineteenth-century neoclassicism, romanticism, realism, impressionism, and 
postimpressionism, as well as modernism and developments in 20th and 21st century art, are also 
covered. Visits to museums in Torino such as the Galleria Sabauda, the Modern Art Gallery (GAM), and 
Rivoli Castle will supplement class readings and discussions. Students will be required to write a short 
formal analysis paper on an object in one of these museums.  
A 2-credit discussion section is required, in addition to the 3-credit lecture. 
Prerequisite: None.  Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
AHS-ARH/1030 The History of Photography 
A seminar examining the history of photography within both the historical and the neo-avant-gardes. 
Special attention is given to photographic activities of the Weimar Republic, the Soviet avant-garde, 
surrealism, and American pictorialism, modernism, and FSA documentary work, as well as the postwar 
formations of the New York School, conceptual art, and photographic postmodernism. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
AHS-ARH/2100 Art and Architecture in Ancient Egypt 
This course will provide a background of Egyptian civilization and its presence in Mediterranean cultures 
through archaeological documents and museum collections. This survey will begin with a visit to the 
Egyptian Museum in Torino, which has the most important collection of Egyptian art outside of Cairo. 
Students will be required to write a formal analysis paper on an object in the Egyptian Museum. Attention 
will be given to the connections and differences between royal sites and private sites, focusing on 
archaeological sites in the Delta valleys of Thebes, Abido, the Memphis area and Tanis. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
AHS-ARH/2200 Greek Art and Architecture 
Developments in Greek sculpture, vase painting, and architecture are traced from the destruction of the 
Mycenaean palaces (c. 1200 B.C.E.) to the rise of the Roman Empire (1st and 2nd centuries B.C.E.). 
Topics include: the impact of Near Eastern civilizations on early Greek culture; the "classical" style's 
florescence in 5th-century Athens; creation of the Hellenistic world by Alexander the Great. Visits to 
Torino's Antiquities Museum and on-site presentations will supplement class readings and 
discussions. Students will be required to write a formal analysis paper on an object in the Antiquities 
Museum. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
AHS-ARH/2300 Ancient Roman Art and Architecture 
A survey of Roman culture and history through material remains. Sculpture, painting, architecture, and 
the "minor" arts are examined with respect to aesthetic considerations, stylistic developments, and social 
significance. Topics include: the influence of Greek visual culture on Rome; the "Romanization" of the 
empire's far-flung provinces; and the Roman foundations of Christian art and architecture. Visits to 
Torino's Antiquities Museum and on-site presentations will supplement class readings and 
discussions. Students will be required to write a formal analysis paper on an object in the Antiquities 
Museum. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
AHS-ARH/2500 Italian Renaissance Art 
An examination of painting, sculpture, and architecture produced in Italy from the late 13th century to the 
16th century, including Giotto, Masaccio, Donatello, Brunelleschi, Piero della Francesca, Botticelli, 
Leonardo, Raphael, Bramante, Giorgione and Titian. The regional styles of Florence, Rome and Venice, 



and Piedmont will be discussed. Visits to the Galleria Sabauda and on-site presentations will supplement 
class readings and discussions. Students will be required to write a formal analysis on a museum object. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
AHS-ARH/2650 Sculpture in Rome and Torino in the 17th and 18th Centuries 
This course covers the history of sculpture during the 17th and 18th centuries and will include a special 
focus on the works of Bernini and Borromini. During this period, northern Italy was a flourishing artistic 
center of major importance and many foreign artists were attracted to the area for the wealth of the 
commissions that the prestigious aristocratic families offered. The course will emphasize the historic 
context in which these masterpieces were created, focusing on the relationship between the works and the 
ideas behind them. Active in-class discussions on specific works will be encouraged. Comparisons will be 
made with other genres and earlier works. Visits to the most important museums in Torino will be an 
integral part of the course. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

AHS-ARH/3010 Avant-Garde Artistic Movements 
Since the 1800s, the avant-garde movements have tried to resist the delimited role of fine art in Western 
culture. In this course, students examine the strategies that avant-garde artists have used to reconnect 
their art practice with the more contentious areas of social and political life. 
Prerequisite: Lower level Art History and at least one other Art History course at the 2000-level or 
above. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
AHS-ARH/3020 The Sixties Revisited 
Students revisit the plurality of movements and styles that flourished throughout the 1960s and examine 
the contexts from which these provocative innovations emerged.  
Prerequisite: Lower level Arth History survey and at least one other Art History course at the 2000-level 
or above. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
AHS-ARH/3190 Surrealism 
Presents a historical approach to the development of the Surrealist movement, from its inauguration in 
Paris in the 1920s to its later transformations. The course examines the multiple media in which the 
Surrealists worked, the contradictory approaches of such figures as André Breton and Georges Bataille, 
and influence of Surrealism on postwar artistic practices.  
Prerequisite: Lower level Art History survey and at least one other Art History course at the 2000-level 
or above. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 
  
AHS-ARH/4800 Pop Art 
Pop Art, initially regarded with suspicion and considered frivolous, has proved to be a significant and 
influential movement. Today, it is perceived as an art form that expresses serious social and political 
concerns. This course focuses on the emergence of Pop Art in England, the influence of American Pop Art 
on European artists, and the way in which Pop Art energizes conceptual art today. Artists covered include 
Andy Warhol, Roy Lichtenstein, Claes Oldenburg, Gerhard Richter, Jeff Koons, and Damien Hirst. 
Prerequisite: Lower level Art History survey, at least one other Art History course at the 2000-level or 
above, and 90 credits. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

 

Business and Economic Science Courses  

  
EPE-ECO/1100 Introduction to Business 
Studies the functions of modern businesses. Themes discussed: organization and management, economic 
and social aspects, management control and decision-making, financial risk and management and career 
information for a changing business climate. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
EPE-ECO/1200 International Business 
Explores the practices, theories and concepts concerning the multinational corporation and international 
business. Themes discussed: the global nature of the world economy, regional issues, functional business 
operations and environmental constraints. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 



  
EPE-ECO/1500 Microeconomics I: The Principles of Human Action  
This course is a practical introduction to the logic of human action and its applications on daily life. Topics 
include: the nature and value of cost, the spontaneous emergence of social order, demand-supply 
analysis, theory of markets and public policy. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
EPE-ECO/1510 Macroeconomic Theory I 
This course covers modern theories of phenomena such as inflation, unemployment and economic growth. 
The economy will be treated as a system and students will examine the ways in which policy influences its 
behavior. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
EPE-ECO/1700 Principles of Marketing 
This course surveys the policies, concepts and practices in product marketing and service. An in-depth 
discussion of the relationship between the decision-making process and marketing will be included. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
EPE-ECO/2300 Introduction to Public Relations 
In this course, students will learn about the basic theories/history of the discipline, issues of definition, 
important scholarly/theoretical debates and the dual nature of the public relations discipline. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

EPE-ECO/3100 Visual Merchandising 
The application, experimentation and evaluation of various principles of display and their importance in 
selling merchandise. The themes of color, harmony and arrangement will be discussed.  
Prerequisite: EPE-ECO/1700 Principles of Marketing. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
EPE-ECO/3200 The Global Economy 
An examination, through various policies, of various current events involving international economic 
relations. Some topics include: politics and reform in U.S. trade policy, global economic interdependence, 
regional trading blocs, European monetary union, reform in transitional economies, U.S.-Japan and U.S.-
E.U. economic relations, roles of the International Monetary Fund, World Bank, and World Trade 
Organization and debt burdens of developing countries. 
Prerequisite: EPE-ECO/1510 Macroeconomic Theory I. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

 

Film Studies Courses  

  

HHM-CIN/1010 Introduction to Film Studies 
This course, through a critical study of cinema, outlines basic theoretical concerns in this field. Many 
important film genres will be discussed, both narrative and non-narrative. This course may include 
lectures presented by faculty members and will involve a considerable amount of writing.  
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
HHM-CIN/1030 Introduction to Screen Analysis 
In this course students will be provided with the necessary tools and techniques for screen analysis. The 
course involves an analysis of the grammar and structure of film narrative and its mechanisms for 
producing coherence and significance.  
Topics include: imagery, character formation, large narrative structures, stage sets, formalist analysis, the 
classic narrative model and formal completeness.  
Prerequisite: HHM-CIN/1010 Introduction to Film Studies. Usually offered during the semester and 
summer. 

  
HHM-CIN/1050 History of Cinema I 
The history of cinema ranging from 1895 to 1935. This course will include subjects such as: the 
beginnings of motion picture photography, the growth of narrative complexity from Lumiere to Griffith, 
German Expressionist films, American silent comedy, Soviet theories of montage, and the transition to 
sound. This course also includes a visit to the Museum of Cinema in Torino. 



Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

HHM-CIN/2000 Major Film Movements 
This course deals with various national cinema movements (French, German, Italian, etc.) taught in 
conjunction with the appropriate language department. This course also offers a more detailed approach 
to a more in-depth subject, i.e., film comedy, German expressionist cinema, Italian neo-realism, film 
comedy.  
Prerequisite: HHM-CIN/1010 Introduction to Film Studies. Usually offered during the semester and 
summer. 

  
HHM-CIN/2100 The History of Italian Cinema 
This course covers the history of Italian cinema from its beginnings to the present time. 
Students will study works from the period just after the Second World War and will examine important 
contemporary works made by some of the most important directors today. During the course, students 
will watch and discuss films that are characteristic of the different periods from the birth of the film 
industry (1903-1915), to the year 2000.  
Prerequisite: HHM-CIN/1010 Introduction to Film Studies. Usually offered during the semester and 
summer. 

  
HHM-CIN/3020 Major Film Directors 
This course will analyze a vast selection of significant exponents of international cinema and will include 
directors such as Fellini, Buñuel, Hitchcock, Bergman, Eisenstein, Welles, Altman, and Kurosawa.  
Prerequisite: HHM-CIN/1010 Introduction to Film Studies. Usually offered during the semester and 

summer. 

  
HHM-CIN/3100 Cinema and Neorealism 
This course will examine the Neorealism movement in Italian cinema, which developed between 1943 and 
1952. Students will study the works of directors Roberto Rossellini, Luchino Visconti, Vittorio De Sica and 
screenplay writer Cesare Zavattini. Neorealistic cinema, characterized by stories involving the poor and 
working classes and long, outdoor shots, often made use of amateur actors for the secondary roles and, 
occasionally, for the main roles. Students will better understand the Italian post-war reality through these 
films; a reality which takes into consideration the moral and economic situation during those years, as 
well as the change in feelings and life conditions: frustration, poverty and desperation. 
Prerequisite: HHM-CIN/2100 The History of Italian Cinema. Usually offered during the semester and 
summer. 

 

History Courses   

HHM-HIS/1010 Introduction to Western Civilization I 
This course explores the transformation that Western civilizations and cultures underwent from prehistory 
to the Renaissance. The following will be discussed: the diverse interactions between the Mediterranean 
and Near Eastern peoples in laying the groundwork for Western civilization, the changing of political 
structures and cultures over time and the development of Western religions and cultures. Through the 
examination of a wide range of primary source materials, this course will describe how historians examine 
the past and draw conclusions about it. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
HHM-HIS/1020 Introduction to Western Civilization II 
This course surveys European history from the Reformation period to present times. Emphasis will be 
placed on specific political, intellectual and economic transformations that were crucial to the advent of 
Western modernity and the effect these transformations had for the people living through them. In 
addition, we will focus on the evolving relationship between Europe and the rest of the world during this 
time. This course, like HHM-HIS 1010 will describe how historians examine the past and draw conclusions 
about it through the examination of a wide range of primary source materials. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
HHM-HIS/1030 The History of the European Union 
The European Union is of growing importance as a supranational level of government. The politics of this 
institution cannot be understood, however, without familiarity with the broader background of the 
individual European entities and their increased interdependence. This course will discuss: the birth of the 
European Union as a supranational political entity, its economic, political, social and cultural context within 



European history and the balance between a shared European heritage on one side and each country's 
differences and national rivalry on the other. The course will finish with a discussion concerning social and 
democratic successes and failures in the European Union as well as the possibility of new developments. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
HHM-HIS/2310 History of Ancient Rome and Italy 
Surveys the history of Italy and ancient Rome with emphasis on the course which Rome took from its 
archaic foundations to become an Italic-Latinate kingship. Important themes will be: the establishment, 
conflicts and expansion made during the Republican period, the cultural revolution of the Augustan 
"principate" and the rise and decline of the Roman Empire. Readings (in translation) of famous writers 
such as Cicero, Polybius, Virgil, Livy, Suetonius, Marcus Aurelius and Tacitus will be examined and studied 
along with significant works of Roman art and Architecture.  
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
HHM-HIS/2320 History of Ancient Egypt 
Studies the culture and history of Ancient Egypt from the old kingdom to the new kingdom. This course 
will examine the disciplines and methods used in the study of ancient culture and will include a visit to the 
Egyptian Museum in Torino. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
HHM-HIS/2330 Renaissance and Reformation Europe 
This course is designed to explore the origins of modern Europe from the beginning of the Renaissance to 
the Protestant Reformation and the age of religious wars. Both primary-source readings and secondary 
historical scholarship will be used. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 
 
HHM-HIS/2360 Europe since 1945 
This course is structured in a way which combines classical historical studies with other elements of 
political science and economics. It is a course which follows a chronological path, though some themes, 
such as the role played by Western Europe in the cold war, and the emergence of the European Union wil 
be dealt with in the perspecitve of ideology and theory. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 
 

HHM-HIS/3300 Italy from Mussolini to the Crisis of the First Republic (1918 to present) 
This course surveys the phenomenon of fascism from its origins to the crisis of the first Italian republic in 
the early 1990's. Specific attention will be placed on the emergence and nature of fascism, the breakdown 
of the Liberal system, Mussolini's "new state", as well as the strengths and weaknesses of the post-war 
democratic republic which followed fascism. 
Prerequisite: Lower level History survey or permission of instructor. Usually offered during the semester 
and summer. 
 
HHM-HIS/3600 Studies in United State History: the Environmental History of Urban American 
This course focuses on American cities with strikingly diverse geographic and ecological settings, and 
whose settlement and development occurred at different rates and times. The various themes analyzed 
will be: the effect of environmental transformation on the world, the tension between growth and 
environmental sustainability, and cultural construction and contingency. 
Prerequisite: Lower level History survey or permission of instructor. Usually offered during the semester 
and summer. 

 

Italian Language, Literature and Culture Courses  

MLL-ITA/1010 Beginning Italian I  
This course provides a thorough foundation in Italian grammar, oral and written communication, and 
culture. Classes are supplemented by regular assignments using a variety of video, audio, print and Web-
based materials to give students oral comprehension and speaking practice as well as to provide an 
introduction to Italy and Italian culture. 
This course will be held in Italian.  
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer.  
Credits: 4  

 
 



MLL-ITA/1020 Beginning Italian II This course introduces students to short conversations using a 
limited vocabulary for a variety of basic situations. It includes reading simple Italian prose, and writing 
brief sentences. It explores the systems of language, culture and civilization of Italian-speaking peoples. 
This course will be held in Italian. 
Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/1010 Beginning Italian I. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 
Credits: 4  

MLL-ITA/1030 Intensive Italian I 
This course meets four times per week and covers the equivalent of a full year of elementary language 
study (Beginning Italian I and II) in one semester. Designed for higly motivated students who wish to 
develop communicative ability in Italian in a relatively short time. This course will be held in Italian. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester ONLY. 
Credits: 7 

MLL-ITA/2010 Intermediate Italian I The aim of these courses is to develop students’ fluency in 
spoken and written Italian. Reading short stories, articles from Italian newspapers, and selected texts on 
Italy and Italian culture as well as writing compositions are used to promote critical and analytical skills. 
Listening is practiced through Italian-cultural videos or TV programs. Both reading and listening activities 
are followed by in-class discussions. This course will be held in Italian. 
Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/1020 Beginning Italian II. Usually offered during the semester and summer.   

 
MLL-ITA/2020 Intermediate Italian II Review and additional study of Italian grammar. Continued 
work with speaking, reading and writing. Selected readings and discussion of topics of literary and cultural 
interest. Listening is practiced through Italian-cultural videos or TV programs. Both reading and listening 
activities are followed by in-class discussions. This course will be held in Italian. 
Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/2010 Intermediate Italian I. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

MLL-ITA/2030 Intensive Italian II 
This course meets four times per week and covers the equivalent of a full year of intermediate language 
study (MLL-ITA/2010 Intermediate Italian I and MLL-ITA/2020 Intermediate Italian II) in one semester. 
Designed for highly motivated students who wish to consolidate language skills in a short time. This 
course will be held in Italian. 
Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/1020 Beginning Italian II or MLL-ITA/1030 Intensive Italian I. Usually offered 
during the semester ONLY. 
Credits: 6 
 
 
MLL-ITA/2100 Italian Literature I 
This course is a survey of the major Italian writers from the 13th through the 18th century and their 
works, including Dante, Petrarch, Boccaccio, Poliziano, Machiavelli, Ariosto, Tasso, Beccaria, Parini and 
Goldoni. Students will examine the evolution of Italian literature from a historical perspective through 
classwork and discussion, with an emphasis on major literary, philosophical and cross-cultural influences. 
This course will be held in Italian. 
Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/2020 Intermediate Italian II. Usually offered during the semester and summer.    

 

MLL-ITA/2110 Italian Literature II A continuation of MLL-ENG 2100, this course analyzes the major 
writers of Italy from the 18th century to the present, such as Foscolo, Manzoni, Leopardi, Verga, Carducci, 
D’Annunzio, Pascoli, Pirandello, Montale, Pavese and Moravia. This course will be held in Italian. 
Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/2020 Intermediate Italian II. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

MLL-ITA/3200 Advanced Italian 
This course is for students who have reached a good level both linguistically and grammatically and who 
wish to speak at a more sophisticated level. Its purpose is to give students a good grammatical basis by 
enhancing their morphology and syntax notions and enriching their vocabulary. There will be reading and 
dictations of increasing difficulty as well as essays, and other exercises. This course will be held in Italian. 
Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/2020 Intermediate Italian II. Usually offered during the semester ONLY. 

MLL-ITA/3700 Great Italian Poets of the Twentieth Century 
This course examines Italian poetry through major 20th century figures such as Ungaretti, Saba and 
Montale. It will involve readings from the most significant works of these authors. This course will be held 
in Italian.  



Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/2020 Intermediate Italian II. Usually offered during the semester ONLY. 

  
MLL-ITA/3710 History of Italian Theater 
This course covers the development of Italian theater from the Renaissance to the present. Topics will 
include the Commedia Dell'Arte tradition; Goldoni's reform of the Italian theater; the political role of opera 
in the Risorgimento; and the crisis of bourgeois realism in Pirandello. 
Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/2020 Intermediate Italian II. Usually offered during the semester ONLY. 

  
MLL-ITA/3720 The Divine Comedy 
This course introduces the students to the Divine Comedy. The most relevant themes and the complex 
structure of the poem will be studied and analyzed in relationship to its political, philosophical, historical 
and poetic implications. This course will be held in Italian.  
Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/2020 Intermediate Italian II. Usually offered during the semester ONLY. 

  
MLL-ITA/3730 The Novels of Manzoni 
This course analyzes the evolution of the Alessandro Manzoni’s novels from “Fermo and Lucia” to the last 
edition of the “Promessi Sposi”. Many linguistic and historical aspects will be examined through the 
reconstruction of the literary personality of the writer. This course will be held in Italian.  
Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/2020 Intermediate Italian II. Usually offered during the semester ONLY. 

  
MLL-ITA/3740 Leopardi’s Canti  
This course explores the production in prose of the Zibaldone and the relationship to 19th century culture 
in Leopardi’s Canti. The course will be held in Italian.  
Prerequisite: MLL-ITA/2020 Intermediate Italian II. Usually offered during the semester ONLY. 

 

Music Courses  

AHS-SAM/1010 The History of Western Music I 
Starting with Gregorian Chant, we will discuss the primary figures, genres and events which influenced the 
history of music in Western Civilization. Particular emphasis will be placed on distinct roles that both 
sacred and secular music have held throughout history through a formal and historical study of motets, 
madrigals, masses, and many other genres. Many listenings will be included. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  

AHS-SAM/1020 The History of Western Music II 
This course ranges from the classical period and continues through the romantic, impressionist and 
modern periods up to contemporary works. Important composers such as Mozart, Haydn, Beethoven, 
Schumann, Brahms, Wagner, Verdi and Puccini will be discussed along with an in-depth discussion of their 
works in a non-technical language. This course finishes with a discussion of popular music forms such as 
jazz and rock music and how they have contributed to the progress of music throughout time.  
Prerequisite: AHS-SAM/1010 The History of Western Music I. Usually offered during the semester and 
summer. 

  

AHS-SAM/1100 Basic Piano  
This course will familiarize the student with the fundamentals of piano playing. It will begin with the basic 
concepts of music theory (notes, scales, keys, intervals, etc.) which will aid the student in affronting 
elementary pieces of piano literature. Though emphasis is placed on classical repertoire, students may 
apply this knowledge to other musical forms such as jazz, rock and blues. Also, a brief history of the 
instrument will be included. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  

AHS-SAM/1200 Basic Guitar 
The aim of this course is to familiarize the student with the fundamental scales, chords and progressions 
in order to play any genre of popular guitar music. It will begin with basic hand and finger positions and 
eventually cover chords and scales. A historical outline of the instrument throughout the years will also be 
covered. Listenings will also be included. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  

AHS-SAM/1700 Chorus 



A course for students with or without prior experience in choral singing. Elementary music in Italian, 
English and foreign texts will be sung and analyzed. Each lesson begins with warm-ups and voice training 
exercises which will be held on a full group or small group basis. This course will give each student the 
possibility to sing and participate in a choir regardless of their vocal range or experience.  
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  

AHS-SAM/2100 Music appreciation: Jazz 
During the course, students will study the history of jazz, a prevalently instrumental music form which has 
been characterized by extraordinary voices noted for their intensity and technique. Starting with the 
1920's the course will cover the most famous formations led by musicians such as Louis Armstrong, Duke 
Ellington and Count Basie. It will also cover the birth of genres such as boogie-woogie and swing (which 
also became important for cinema), the revolution of bop at the beginning of the 1940's, cool, hard bop, 
afro-cuban, jazz-rock fusion. All the important revolutions will be discussed according to the period and 
the personal language of the various artists who interpret it. The history of Italian jazz will also be 
included.  
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  

AHS-SAM/2200 Music appreciation: the Opera 
This course surveys the overall vision and history of Italian opera. It discusses the history of Italian opera 
through a chronological selection of the most representative operas from the seventeenth to the twentieth 
century. Great attention will be placed on the historical, sociological and musical aspects. Also, there will 
be explanations on the putting together of an opera (for example, the role of the singers and the 
relationship between the composer and the librettist). Some of the operas to be examined and studied 
are: 
Rossini: Il barbiere di Siviglia 
Bellini: Norma 
Verdi:  Aida, La Traviata 
Puccini: Turandot, La Boheme 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

 

Philosophy Courses  

  
HHM-PHI/1010 History of Philosophy: Ancient and Medieval 
This course outlines Western thought from its origins in Ancient Greece through the Middle Ages. It will 
take into consideration a wide range of philosophers including: the pre-Socratics, Socrates, Plato, 
Aristotle, Epicurus, the Stoics, Aquinas, Occam, etc., and will embrace topics such as: knowledge, the 
external world, ethical principles and the fundamental center of reality. These philosophies are placed in 
the cultural setting which gave rise to them and was subsequently influenced by them.  
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 
  
HHM-PHI/1020 History of Philosophy: Modern 
This course surveys major 17th and 18th century philosophical works and covers the period from Descartes 
to Kant. The original writings of the important philosophers will be studied and discussed with special 
attention to how these thinkers influenced and were influenced by the major developments in Europe at 
the time. The changes include the shift of authority from church to state and the scientific discoveries of 
scientists such as Galileo and Newton.  
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 
 

HHM-PHI/3100 Environmental Ethics  
This is an attempt to consider the value of environmental policies through the study of the major 
traditions in moral philosophy. It will raise questions about mankind's relationship with nature, animals' 
rights and our obligations to future generations in regards to the environment. It will also discuss the 
importance of the social and political institutions that affect it. 
Prerequisite: Lower level Philosophy. Usually offered during the semester ONLY.  
 

 

 



Political Science Courses  

  

EPE-POL/1000 Political Theory I: Plato to Machiavelli 
This course concentrates on the classical and medieval contributors to political discourse such as Plato, 
Aristotle, Augustine, and Aquinas, and concludes with early modern thinkers like Machiavelli and Calvin. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
EPE-POL/1050 Political Theory II: Hobbes to the Present  
Studies themes characteristic of the last 500 years of political theory such as: liberalism, feminism, 
nationalism and revolution. Theorists typically read are Hobbes, Locke, Rousseau, Mill, Marx, and a 
selected 20th century theorist. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
EPE-POL 2000 Introduction to International Relations  
A theoretical and empirical study of contemporary international relations. Includes topics such as: the 
balance of power, East-West conflicts and the Cold War, colonialism, the Vietnam War, and the emerging 
new world order. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
EPE-POL/2500 European Politics 
Studies the main political aspects and debates of the European Union. Includes discussions of: the main 
treaties, the addition of new countries and its effect on the        
acceleration/deceleration of the integration process, the original EU institutions and countries and their 
roles and the relationships among them, foreign politics and the EU's security policy. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

 

EPE-POL/3100 Politics and Government in Italy  
A survey of Italian politics, beginning from 1870 through the fascist period. The course will then 
concentrate on the post-war period, the 40-year dominance of the Christian Democrats, the changes 
brought about by the coming of "Mani Pulite" (clean hands) and the politics of the 90's. The following 
topics will be discussed: problems involving southern Italy, the Italian economy, national terrorism, Italian 
politics and the role that Italy has in the balance of power in the Mediterranean and in Europe. 
Prerequisite: Lower level Political Science survey course. Usually offered during the semester ONLY 

  
EPE-POL/3200 Western European Politics and Government 
This course will familiarize students with the major social and political features of 
contemporary Italy, France, Germany and Spain and the European Union. The goal of this course is to 
understand and explain how political strategies differ and are similar in these major European states 
within the EU. Improving their knowledge of politics and government in societies other than their own will 
enable students to better understand the political world in which they live as well as its roots, its tensions, 
and its prospects. 
Prerequisite: Lower level Political Science survey course. Usually offered during the semester ONLY 

 

Religious Studies Courses  

  

HHM-REL/2100 The Children of Abraham: Judaism, Christianity and Islam 
This course explores the religions of Christianity, Judaism and Islam through the discussion, reading and 
interpretation of religious texts (New Testament, Hebrew Bible and Koran). The institutions and practices 
of each religion will then be discussed. The course begins with the study of Abraham and studies the links 
between the notions of faith and sacrifice he embodied on the one hand, and the three above-mentioned 
religions, on the other.  
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
HHM-REL/2200 The History of Islam  
This course gives a detailed introduction to the religion of Islam from its origins to the present. Islam's 
central beliefs, the diversity of its various sects and communities and the evolution of Muslim theology, 
laws and rituals will all be covered. Many works of primary sources and secondary literature will be read 



and discussed. This course will primarily concentrate on Sunni Islamic thought, though emphasis will also 
be placed on other Muslim communities. 
Important modern-day issues regarding Islam will also be faced.  
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 
 

HHM-REL/2300 The History of Christianity 
This course is a survey of the historical events, ideas, and figures ranging from the birth of Christianity to 
the Counter Reformation. It includes a visit to the Duomo of Torino, in which the Holy Shroud is held. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

 

Sociology Courses  

  

HHM-SOC/1010 Principles in Sociology 
A study of the theories and ideas behind sociological analysis, spanning various subjects such as 
education, stratification, political and economic systems and methods of social research and investigation. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 
 

HHM-SOC/1100 Sociology Through Film 
A study of classic and modern works of cinema using sociological principles. This course has the goal of 
investigating the human condition in various situations and in different historical and cultural contexts. 
The aim of this course is to allow the student to apply the principles of sociology to everyday life. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 
 
HHM-SOC/ 3100 Technology, Values, and Society  
This course examines various aspects of technology such as: technology's sociological relationship with 
mankind, its values in terms of energy sources, automation, environmental issues, alternative 
technologies, workers' control and technological ethics. 
Prerequisite:  Lower level Sociology (100/1000-level) course. Usually offered during the semester ONLY! 
 

Studio Art Courses   

AHS-SAF/1010 Beginning Painting 
Offers students the elementary skills to draw and paint. Different techniques, media and methods will be 
taught. Laboratory practise is the focal point of this course. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
AHS-SAF/1020 Techniques of Painting 
A survey of the different techniques and media of painting: oil, tempera, water-color, gouache and others, 
as well as an analysis of the materials used to paint and their history. A direct application of some of these 
techniques will complete this seminar. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
AHS-SAF/1030 Sculpture Techniques  
A reflection on the techniques used to sculpt or shape different kind of materials. An exploration of the 
history of the methods and tools of sculpture throughout the ages. This seminar will conclude by having 
students experiment with some of these techniques, materials and methods. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 

  
AHD-SAF/2000 Drawing and Representation 
Introduction to draftsmanship; basic drawing techniques for the conceptual representation of interior 
space; perspective and orthographic sketching techniques; introductory rendering skills; basic shade and 
shadow techniques; layout, proportion and graphic weight.  
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 
 
AHS-SAP/1010 Introduction to Photography  
This course will cover the works of pioneer photographers such as Neipce, Daguerre, Talbot and 
Wedgwood, the beginnings of photography and its acceptance as an independent art form, the humanistic 
and aesthetic ideals of chosen photographers in their socio-cultural contexts and the contribution that 
photography has made to painting, sculpture, literature, cinema, music and dance. It will also cover the 



use of the camera: technical knowledge combined with the aesthetic skills necessary for using 
photography as a modern means of communication. At the end of the course the students will create their 
own photographic album. 
Prerequisite: None. Usually offered during the semester and summer. 
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
